Mikes Mobile Minutes with Android Productivity 
Apps –

 Do not disturb- puts ringer on a schedule to 
mute and un-mute the phone if you are in 
meetings.

 Timecard- checks in or out and emails your 
timesheet to yourself as a CSV file.
