
Mobile Wireless Hotspots-

They are everywhere now. Mobile wireless hotspots. All 
of us are tied to the internet now in business. We have to 
be able and access the web, the connection can mean 
closing a deal or not. Most homeowners let alone most 
offices have wireless networks to access with their 
laptops or smartphones.

In the past you could purchase a wireless aircard from 
Verizon or Sprint and plug it into a router and it would 
split the connection so others could share it. Now these 
carriers offer Mifi. It is a small wallet like device that 
connects directly to the carrier’s network and up to 5 
computers can share the connection.

Unlike your home router, this hotspot is portable. From 
wherever you are in the coverage area, it detects the 
Verizon or Sprint 3G network and allows you access their 
wireless broadband connection. The battery can last just 
over 4 hours or you can plug the mifi into an outlet. It is 
the size of 4 or 5 stacked business cards and weighs just 
over 2 ounces. Speeds will run around 1.5 kbps down 
and 300 kbps up. You can connect it to your notebook 
(laptop) with the included USB cable. It has password 
protection, VPN pass through, and a firewall for security. 
The plans will run $60 a month for 5 GB of data internet 
access and the device itself runs $99 with a 2 year 
agreement.
