We all discuss coverage issues 
from day to day. Does anyone 
really like dropping a call? But it 
happens and we have all learned 
to deal with it. Here is the good 
news. Major carriers are now 
offering a small scale solution to 
this dilemma. They are called 
Femtocells. Verizon offers a 
device known as the Network 
extender. Sprint calls theirs an 
Airave. They claim it will extend coverage up to 5,000 sq. 
feet and will support 3 calls at the same time. Samsung 
is the manufacturer for both carriers. The device will 
enhance your indoor coverage in the home or office. The 
device acts as a mini cell tower and will provide a more 
reliable wireless service. It will boost signal in an area 
that was previously a weak coverage area. All you need 
is a high speed broadband connection or DSL with 
minimum 300 kbps download. 

Mikes Mobile Minutes - 

There are several “coverage enhancement” products in 
the market. But for the most part, the carriers do not 
endorse the products. This is a legitimate way to 
overcome the challenge if being in a weak area for 
coverage. Verizon offers their network extender for $199 
and no monthly fee. Sprint offers their Airave for $99 and 
a $4.99 monthly fee. This is a very reasonable approach 
to improving coverage performance in areas that you visit 
frequently.
